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What is the English Language Development Program?       
Instruct students in the English language domains (reading, 
writing, listening and speaking) and to assist students with 
core academic content (Math, Science, Social Studies, and 
English Language Arts) and vocabulary. 



How long will my child be in the EL Program?

Students can receive English language instruction 
until they pass the OELPA that shows they are 
proficient. Usually 4-7 years.



OELPA
Ohio English Language Proficiency Assessment
● Reading, Writing, Listening, and Speaking
● If a child receives all 4’s or 5’s then they exit the 

EL program. They will be monitored for 2 years.
● Scores will be available in the middle of May. 



When does my child receive EL services?

Each child receives about 35 minutes of EL 2-3 days 
a week.
A student may receive more services depending on 
their needs.
