As Treasurer of the Fairview Park City School
District, 1 am honored to provide an overview
of our financial performance for the 2022-2023
school year. Committing to fiscal responsibility
and accurate financial reporting remains an
important part of our daily operations. Our
awards and recognitions for accurate financial
reporting are a direct result of our staff's
exceptional and diligent work.

During the 2022-2023 academic year, our District
saw a total revenue of $26.7 million, mostly
from local property taxes, state allocations,
and federal grants. In November 2022, the
community of Fairview Park passed Issue 7, a
renewal levy that funded 10.7% of the overall
